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ARRIVAL PROCEDURES

School Hours
Pre-K through |* grades: 8:30 a.m. - 2:00 p.m. daily
2" through 8" grades: ~ 8:30 a.m. - 3:00 p.m. (MON, TUES, THURS, FRI)
WEDNESDAY & Dismissal at 2:00 p.m. for all students

In order to maintain a safe and orderly arrival for all our students, please be courteous and patient with others. It is
strongly suggested students arrive at school by 8:20 a.m., so the school day does not begin too early or too rushed.

Pre-kindergarten and kindergarten students report to designated arrival classrooms where supervision is available
from 7:30 a.m. to 8:20 a.m. Students in pre-k and kindergarten are picked up by their teachers by 8:20 a.m. from

the designated arrival classrooms.

Students in grades first through eighth line up on the Lower Academy PE hard court where supervision is available
from 7:30 a.m. to 8:20 a.m. Students are picked up by their teacher by 8:20 a.m. from the PE area.

Students may not arrive to school prior to 7:30 a.m., unless enrolled in the Before-School Care Program or en-
rolled in other special programs. Students enrolled in the Before-School Care Program must be signed in by the

Parent/Guardian when arriving to school. Students are not to arrive without parental supervision.

Only students in fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth grades can be dropped off/picked up from the Upper Academy Par-
ent Drop-Off/Pick-Up area. The fifth, sixth, seventh and eighth grade students arriving late to school must report
to the UA Office to secure an Admission to Class pass to be given to the respective teacher ensuring attendance is
accurate. If a student is in fifth through eighth grade and he/she has younger siblings in the Lower Academy, they
may be dropped off/picked up with their younger sibling in the LA Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up area. Students in
grades pre-kindergarten through fourth grade must be dropped off/picked up at the Lower Academy designated
area according to the younger siblings grade level; Pre-k through second on LA East Parent Drop-Off / Pick-Up
Area and third through fourth on North side of the LA Parent Drop-Off / Pick-Up Area, they are not permitted to

be dropped off/picked up in the Upper Academy under any circumstances.

Students participating in the school breakfast program should arrive to school between 7:30 a.m. and 8:10 a.m.
Breakfast will be served until 8:15 a.m. Please be advised parents will not be permitted in the cafeteria to pay for
student lunches or to have breakfast with students. After eating breakfast, students are to clean up after themselves
and report to their designated arrival line number. All students must be in their classrooms no later than 8:30 a.m.
Students arriving to class after 8:30 a.m. must report to their respective Main Office for a tardy pass and the home-

room teacher must mark the student tardy.
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ARRIVAL PROCEDURES cont.

Supervised arrival activities take place as follows:

. For the safety of all students, parents are not allowed into the building during arrival or dismissal. If walking a student to
school, the student must be dropped off at the main doors of his/her appropriate grade level. UA student walkers must
enter through the LA main doors.

. Students may not arrive to school earlier than 7:30 a.m., unless they are enrolled in the Before- School Care Program or
in other special programs.

e The first bell rings at 8:20 a.m. and the tardy bell rings at 8:30 a.m. Students must be seated in their classroom by 8:30
a.m. After 8:30 a.m., all students not inside their classrooms must report to the Main Office to obtain a tardy pass and will
be marked tardy.

e When dropping off students in the Parent Drop-Off areas, pull up as far as possible in the designated area before allowing
student passengers out of the vehicle. Make certain all children only exit the vehicle through the doors located on the right
hand side, as cars will use the left lane to leave the drop-off area.

e  Parents/guardians must drop off/pick up Pre-K through second grade students in the designated Parent Drop-Off/ Pick-Up
area located on the East side of the school (114" Avenue) where students are to utilize the appropriate entrance .

THERE IS NO PARKING IN THE DROP-OFF/ PICK-UP AREA.
e Do not stop, park or get out of your vehicle to open y

ays traffic in the area. Students must gather belongings and be prepared to exit the vehicle quickly and safely.

e  Parents/guardians must drop off/pick up their third through fourth grade student in the designated Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up
area located on the North side of the school where students are lined up on their designated line number. THERE IS
NO PARKING IN THE DROP-OFF/PICK-UP AREA.

e  Fifth through eighth grade students walking or riding bicycles to school are not allowed to walk directly in through the Up-
per Academy building from 58" Street or from Doral Meadow Park. Fifth through eighth grade students must enter

through the Main Entrance in the Lower Academy, as do students in Pre-k through fifth grade.
e  Parents/guardians of fifth through eighth grade students must use the Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up area located in front of the

Upper Academy building. THERE IS NO PARKING IN THE DROP-OFF/PICK-UP AREA.
e All students transported on a Miami-Dade County Public School bus, shuttle bus or private bus, are dropped off and picked

up in the Lower Academy Bus Area located on the East side of the Lower Academy building (1 14™ Avenue).
e  All students riding the bus are dropped off at the Lower Academy Bus Drop-Off area. Students in grades Pre-k and kinder-
garten proceed directly to their arrival classrooms. First through eighth grade students proceed to the main hallway (Blue

Marlin Café hallway), walk to the Lower Academy PE hard court and line up at the designated line-up number.

¢ Refrain from using the Bus Area to drop off or pick up students. The bus lane is to be utilized ONLY by author-

ized school buses. Private vehicles are NOT allowed in the Bus Area.
Do not drop students off on | 14" Avenue or 58" Street. Use the crossing guards to safely assist students in crossing the

street.
Please discuss safety measures with students walking to and/or from school in order to increase safety awareness.

ARRIVAL DURING INCLEMENT WEATHER

During inclement weather, arrival procedures will be modified for student safety. Students in the Lower Academy; Pre-k and kin-
dergarten students will report to their respective arrival classrooms as usual. All students in grades first through fifth will line up
directly outside their classroom with the exception of fourth graders who will report to the LA PE Pavilion since they are in the

portables without covered walkways.

Upper Academy students will report to specific areas as follows:
Sixth grade student will line up in the UA North PE Pavilion (Counselor)
Seventh grade students will be seated in the covered Pavilion spill out area (Trust Counselor)

Eighth grade students will report to the UA café (Assistant Principal)

ALL students participating in any Before/After-
School Care and Community Classes Programs
MUST purchase the mandatory Student Accident
Insurance. The application will be sent home with
all students the first week of school and will be pro-
vided when registering for our one of our Pro-

grams.
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DISMISSAL PROCEDURES

To ensure the safety of students and staff during the dismissal process, the following procedures have been established according
to the needs of the student body and the ability of school personnel to concur with these needs. Dismissal activities should be ac-

complished within fifteen minutes following dismissal time.

Pre-k, kindergarten and first grade students are dismissed at 2:00 p.m. daily. All other students are dismissed at 3:00 p.m. daily, ex-
cept on Wednesdays when dismissal will be at 2:00 p.m. for all students. Students in Pre-k through |* grades cannot be kept in the
classroom or the office until older brothers or sisters are dismissed at 3:00 p.m. However, younger students may be enrolled in

the Story Hour Program and then be picked up with an older sibling at 3:00 p.m.
Supervised dismissal activities take place as follows:

e  All students must remain with his/her teacher until picked up by a parent. Do not make arrangements for a student to wait in
any areas surrounding the school, since students are not allowed to be unsupervised at any time while on school grounds. All

students must be under the direct supervision of staff at all times.

e Students who are picked up by their parents will be escorted and supervised by their teacher or designated school personnel
to the appropriate Parent Pick-Up area where they will wait for their parents at their assigned line number for |15 minutes.
Again, students may not wait for parents to pick them up anywhere other than the designated area where they are supervised

by their teachers.
e Students in Pre-k through second grades must be picked up at the East Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up Area (I 14" Avenue).
e Students in third through fourth grades must be picked up at the North Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up area.
e  Students in fifth through eighth grades must be picked up from the Upper Academy Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up area.

e Do not use the designated Bus Area in the front of the school to drop off or pick up students. This area is to be utilized by
school buses only.

e There is no parking at the front entrances, or the Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up areas of the school or in the passing lanes on the
Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up areas. Parents are encouraged to use Doral Meadow Park as a parking alternative, but are not al-

lowed to walk through the UA Parent Drop-Off/Pick-Up area.

e If you have more than one child at EBT, the older siblings may join younger siblings for dismissal when being picked up; how-
ever the younger siblingwil NOTbh e per mi tted to go -OfffPick-Upareaandet any circgnistintes. n g 8 s

e Parents must be available to pick up their child i mmedi
Students are not to be left on school grounds |5 minutes after dismissal unless enrolled in the After-School Care School Pro-
gr am. I't is the parentds responsibility to be prompt i

e Students who are not picked up within 15 minutes after dismissal may be placed under the supervision of the After-School
Care Program personnel, where a charge will be incurred by the parents for the care of the child.

e  All students departing by bus will be escorted by designated school personnel to the Bus Area approximately 5 minutes before
dismissal time. Designated school personnel will supervise and ensure students board their buses safely and accordingly.

e Students using the shuttle bus service must know their route number and stop in order to load and unload safely. The shuttle
does not operate at 2:00 p.m. with the exception of Wednesday.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD ANY STUDENT REMAIN IN THE BUILDING OR RETURN TO THE
BUILDING AFTER DISMISSAL. ALL STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO LEAVE SCHOOL GROUNDS WITHIN
15 MINUTES FOLLOWING DISMISSAL TIME, EXCEPT FOR STUDENTS WHO ARE ENROLLED IN THE AF-
TER-SCHOOL CARE PROGRAM. STUDENTS WHO REMAIN IN OR AROUND THE SCHOOL GROUNDS
FOR A LONGER PERIOD OF TIME (MORE THAN 15 MINUTES) AFTER DISMISSAL ARE CONSIDERED AT
HIGH RISK.
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DISMISSAL PROCEDURES cont.

Students who attend the After-School Care Program will be dismissed as follows:

Pre-K & I* grade students: Will be picked up from their classroom by an After-School Care Activity Leader.

2" § 8" grade students: Will be dismissed by their teacher to report immediately to the Lower Academy cafe-
teria to their Activity Leader. On Wednesdays, students in 2™ through 8" grades report directly to their Af-

ter-School Care classroom.

WALKERS

e Students who are instructed by their parents to walk or ride their bicycle home must do so immediately upon
dismissal. Students cannot wait in any area on school ground unsupervised. Your child will be escorted by desig-

nated staff to the outside walkways and asked to leave school grounds immediately after dismissal.

e If your child walks to and/or from school, please discuss safety measures with your child in order to increase
safety awareness.

e We have crossing guards and school security to helop
their instructions.

e Under no circumstances should older students attending Eugenia B. Thomas K-8 Center be made responsible for
their younger siblings while waiting for parents.

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES SHOULD ANY STUDENT REMAIN IN THE BUILDING OR RETURN TO
THE BUILDING AFTER DISMISSAL. ALL STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO LEAVE SCHOOL GROUNDS
WITHIN 15 MINUTES FOLLOWING DISMISSAL TIME EXCEPT FOR STUDENTS WHO ARE ENROLLED
IN THE AFTER-SCHOOL CARE PROGRAM. STUDENTS WHO REMAIN ON OR AROUND THE SCHOOL
GROUNDS FOR A LONGER PERIOD OF TIME (MORE THAN 15 MINUTES) AFTER DISMISSAL ARE CON-

SIDERED AT HIGH RISK.

DISMISSAL DURING INCLEMENT WEATHER

It is of utmost importance that all children understand their plan for rainy day dismissal. These plans must be reviewed in ad-
vance at home with your child so that he/she understands exactly what to do in the event of inclement weather. Since we have
a limited number of telephones available, it is impossible for us to allow students to call home and make arrangements on rainy
days. Please discuss your plan in advance and inform your child what you wish him/her to do if it rains during dismissal. It is
highly suggested that you pick up your child during rainy day dismissal. Students will not be allowed to walk or ride their bicy-
cles home during inclement weather. Therefore, prior arrangements must be made to pick up your child on time on rainy days

in order to ensure your childdés safety on those days.

e  Parents will be allowed to pick up students directly from their classroom in Pre-k 8 5% grades. Eighth grade students will
be housed in the UA Cafeteria. Seventh grade students will be in the spill out cover patio and sixth grade students will be

housed in the Upper Academy PE Pavilion adjacent to the North covered walkway.

e Students will not be allowed to walk or ride their bicycle home during inclement weather. Therefore, prior arrangements
must be made to pick up students on time on rainy days in order to ensure student safety.
